The

Indian side noted that China also cooperates

with Taiwan in these very domains," it said.

Though India and Taiwan do not have

formal diplomatic ties, their bilateral trade

relations have been on an upswing. Taiwan, a

self-ruled island of more than 23 million people,

produces nearly 70 per cent of the world's

semiconductors, which include the most

advanced chips that are required for almost all

electronic equipment such as smartphones, car

components, data centres, fighter jets and AI

technologies. In the past, India had endorsed

the "one-China" policy but the formulation has

not featured in any bilateral document since

2011. China has often urged India to adhere to

the 'One-China' policy.

"We are surprised at India's clarification,"

Chinese Foreign Ministry spokesperson Mao

Ning said at a media briefing. She was replying

to a question from China's official media on

reports of India's clarification over Jaishankar's

remarks. The clarification came after the

Chinese foreign ministry reportedly misquoted

Jaishankar as saying during his talks with Wang

that Taiwan is part of China. The Chinese

spokesperson on Thursday claimed that Beijing

finds it "inconsistent with the facts".

"It would seem that some people in India

have tried to undermine China’s sovereignty on

the Taiwan question and impede the

improvement of China-India relations. China

expresses serious concern and firmly opposes

that," Mao said.

"Let me stress that there is but one China in

the world, and Taiwan is an inalienable part of

China’s territory. This is a prevailing consensus

among the international community, including

India," she claimed.

China hopes India will earnestly abide by

the one-China principle, properly handle

sensitive issues and promote the steady

development of bilateral relations, she said.

Wang, who arrived in New Delhi on Monday on

a two-day visit, held talks with Jaishankar on

August 18. (PTI)

"We

have noted the

comments of the

Ministry of Foreign

Affairs of Nepal

related to resumption

of border trade

between India and

China through the

Lipulekh pass," he

said. "Our position in

this regard has been

consistent and clear.

Border trade between

India and China

through Lipulekh

pass commenced in

1954 and has been

going on for decades,"

he added.

Jaiswal said the

trade had been

disrupted in recent

years due to Covid-19

pandemic and other

developments, and

both sides have now

agreed to resume it.

"As regards territorial

claims, our position

remains that such

claims are neither

justified nor based on

historical facts and

evidence. Any

unilateral artificial

enlargement of

territorial claims is

untenable," he said. "India remains open to

constructive interaction with Nepal on

resolving agreed outstanding boundary

issues through dialogue and diplomacy," he

added. (PTI)

Sikkim traders
welcome reopening of
Nathu La border trade

GANGTOK, AUGUST 21/--/ Local

traders in Sikkim have welcomed the

reopening of border trade through

Nathu La, which has been closed

since 2019.

Tibetan Buddhism must adapt to Chinese
socialism, XI Jinping says in Lhasa

Avoids reference to Dalal Lama

BEIJING, AUGUST 21/--/  Chinese

President Xi Jinping on Thursday

attended the 60th founding anniversary

celebrations of  the Tibet Autonomous

Region (TAR) at the Potala Palace square in

Tibet’s provincial capital Lhasa. Xi joined

around 20,000 local officials and people

from several ethnic groups and walks of life

in the celebration, state-run Xinhua news

agency reported. Xi arrived in Lhasa on

Wednesday, his second visit to Tibet since

he came to power in 2012. The visit makes

him the only Chinese President to have

visited Tibet twice.

In his address to local officials after his

arrival, Xi stressed the importance of

upholding the leadership of the ruling

Communist Party of China (CPC) over work

related to Tibet. Without referring to the

Dalai Lama, Xi emphasized the need to

promote two-way exchanges between Tibet

and other parts of China to guide Tibetan

Buddhism in adapting itself to socialist

society. Since he came to power, Xi has

advocated the sinicisation of all religions

including Buddhism and Islam.

Last month, a Chinese Foreign Ministry

spokesperson Mao Ning spoke to the media

about the sinicisation of religions being

advocated by the CPC. “Sinicisation of

religion is not about restricting religious

practice; rather, all religions must adapt to

the social, cultural and historical context

of  the country. Tibetan Buddhism in China

is a prime example of a religion that has

integrated Chinese characteristics,

exemplifying the process of sinicisation,”

she said. China’s governance of Tibet has

historically raised concerns in the

Himalayan region and the world, with

human rights groups highlighting

restrictions on Tibetan Buddhism and

cultural practices, Tibetan language,

limitations on religious activities, and

stricter security measures which

intensified after unrest in 2008.

In his speech, Xi also made an oblique

reference to the construction of a USD

167.8 billion dam, the largest in the world,

being built over the Brahmaputra river in

Tibet near the Indian border in Arunachal

Pradesh. He said Tibet should advance

major projects such as the hydropower

project in the lower reaches of  the Yarlung

Zangbo River - the Chinese name for the

Brahmaputra.  China began construction of

the mega dam last month amid concerns

over its likely impact on the lower reaches

in India and Bangladesh.

China is also set to build the most

ambitious rail link connecting Xinjiang

province with Tibet, part of which would run

near the Line of  Actual Control (LAC) with

India, according to an official media report

here this month. Speaking about the

‘Sichuan-Xizang’ Railway project, Xi said

these projects should be executed in a

vigorous, orderly and effective manner. (PTI)

No first-time Aadhaar card to be issued for people above 18 yrs in Assam: Himanta
GUWAHATI, AUGUST 21/--/

Assam Chief Minister Himanta

Biswa Sarma on Thursday

announced that people above 18

years of age will not get first-time

Aadhaar cards in the state as a

precautionary measure to check

illegal immigrants from getting

Indian citizenship.

Only a one-month window

from September 1 will be given to

them to apply for an Aadhaar card

if anyone has not got the

document yet, he told reporters

after a Cabinet meeting here.

First-time Aadhaar cards will

no longer be issued to individuals

above 18 years of age from

October onwards, barring a

section of people. Tea Tribes, SC

and ST people above 18 years of

age will continue to receive new

Aadhaar cards

for the next one

year, Sarma

clarified.

According to

the Unique

I d e n t i f i c a t i o n

Authority of

India (UIDAI),

there is no age

limit defined for

A a d h a a r

enrolment. Even a newborn can

get enrolled.

"The decision to restrict

Aadhaar card issuance is seen as

part of the efforts to ensure the

authenticity of citizens'

identities. This move highlights

the government's

focus on

a d d r e s s i n g

concerns about

potential illegal

immigration from

Bangladesh in the

last one year,"

Sarma said.

He said if a

genuine Indian

adult citizen is

left out from the Aadhaar network,

he or she can apply to the district

commissioner concerned, who

will verify the credentials and

issue the same in the "rarest of

the rare" cases.

"The Aadhaar saturation of

general people in Assam is 103

per cent, which signifies that no

people are left and the number of

cards exceeds the number of total

people," Sarma said.

However, the saturation

percentage for tea tribe, SC and

ST communities is 96 per cent,

implying that not all people

belonging to these groups have

got Aadhaar cards, he explained.

Asked about the reasons for

such a step, Sarma said, "In the

last one year, we have been

regularly capturing illegal

Bangladeshi immigrants and

pushing them back. Yesterday,

we pushed back seven people.

We do not know if  anyone could

slip through the security checks

and stay back. "This is a

precautionary measure, so that

no illegal foreigner can become

an Indian citizen in the future.

This is going to be a big

deterrent."

He also stated that this

decision of not giving the first-

time Aadhaar cards to adults will

be permanent, considering the

vulnerability of the state to

infiltration. "This preventive

measure is irrespective of

religion or any other criteria,"

Sarma stressed. (PTI)

NBSTC permanent staff strength down
from 6,500 to 400, says NBSTEU

‘Bus services being curtailed’

SILIGURI, AUGUST 21/--/ Employees

of the North Bengal State Transport

Corporation (NBSTC) staged a symbolic

hunger strike on Thursday at the Siliguri

depot, raising a 16-point charter of

demands. The 10-hour protest was

organized by the North Bengal State

Transport Employees Union (NBSTEU),

affiliated with the CITU, with workers from

several depots across north Bengal joining

in solidarity. Union leaders said the

agitation was necessary to “save NBSTC”

and safeguard the jobs of its employees.

They alleged that the number of permanent

workers in the corporation has drastically

declined over the years, from around 6,500

across West Bengal to just about 400 at

present, leaving employees in a state of

deep uncertainty. Accusing the West Bengal

Government of attempting to

systematically weaken the transport

corporation, the NBSTEU claimed that bus

services were being curtailed one after

another and gradually handed over to

private operators. Workers also complained

of irregular and inadequate salary

payments. “The government is pushing

NBSTC towards closure. Employees are not

being paid properly, and services are being

privatized. If our demands are not fulfilled,

we will be forced to intensify the

movement,” the NBSTEU said. The 16-point

charter of demands of the union includes

job security, regular salary disbursement,

restoration of bus services, and

recruitment of permanent staff.

Chief Minister Nitish

Kumar on Thursday said the

state government has taken

several measures to

improve the condition of

those Muslim women who

have been abandoned by

their husbands. He also said

the Bihar government has

taken various measures to

support the education of

Muslim girls and boys in the

state. Speaking at an event

organised on the centenary

celebrations of the Bihar

State Madrasa Education

Board, Kumar said, "Muslim

women who are abandoned

by their husbands face

hardships…to support and

improve the condition of

such Muslim women, the

state government started

financial assistance of Rs

10,000 per month in 2007.

This amount has now been

increased to Rs 25,000 per

month. "Efforts are being

made in all possible ways to

support the education of

Muslim boys and girls. And

for this, the Minority

Welfare Department of  the

state government is

running several schemes."

He said women face a lot of

difficulties if they are

abandoned after marriage.

The CM stated that before

2005, no work was done for

the Muslim community in

the state. After the

formation of  the NDA in

2005, several welfare

schemes for the Muslim

community were launched.

"Earlier, there were

frequent Hindu-Muslim

conflicts. Hence, since 2006,

the process of fencing

graveyards has been

initiated. A large number of

graveyards have already

been fenced, and now there

are no such conflicts," he

said. "The condition of

madrasas was previously

very pathetic. Madrasa

teachers were not paid well.

After 2006, madrasas were

registered and granted

government recognition.

Now, Madrasa teachers are

getting salaries equal to

those of government school

teachers," said the CM.

Before the 2005 elections,

several riots had taken

place, including in

Bhagalpur in 1989, but

neither the then

government nor the

successive ones conducted a

proper investigation. As soon

as we came to power in

November 2005, a thorough

investigation was conducted,

action was taken against the

guilty, and compensation was

provided to the riot victims,

said the CM.

Families affected by riots

are being supported

through pensions. The CM

noted that the budget of the

Minority Welfare

Department was only Rs 3.54

crore in 2004-05, which has

now increased to Rs 1,080

crore. Additionally, support

is being provided in various

ways to help young men and

women from the Muslim

community start

employment. "From the

beginning, we have worked

for the development of all

sections of society -

including Hindu, Muslim,

upper caste, backward,

extremely backward, Dalit,

or Mahadalit," he said. "We

have always worked in the

interest of the people and

continue to work tirelessly

for the development of the

state. Opponents speak

unnecessarily, but it holds

no meaning. We stay

focused on our work," said

Tribal groups take out candlelight march in
Ranchi over 'encounter' death of Surya Hansda
RANCHI/ GODDA, AUG 21 /--/

Tribal organisations in Jharkhand

took out a candlelight march in

Ranchi on Wednesday evening to

protest against the death of Surya

Narayan Hansda, who was wanted in

several criminal cases, in an alleged

encounter with security personnel.

The march was taken out from

Jaipal Singh Munda Stadium and it

culminated at Ranchi's Albert Ekka

Chowk, where protestors demanded

a CBI probe into the alleged

encounter. Jai Adivasi Kendriya

Parishad president Niranjana Toppo

alleged that Hansda, who had

contested assembly polls on tickets

of multiple political parties, was

"murdered". The tribal organisations

took to the streets to protest against

the encounter that led to the death of

Surya Hansda. "We demand justice

for him. There was a conspiracy in

the killing of  Hansda," Toppo

claimed. Lakshmi Narayan Munda,

another tribal leader, said, "Hansda

was a social worker and was imparting

free education to 350 poor children. We

demand a CBI probe into the entire

episode."

Hansda was arrested from Nawadih

village in Deoghar on August 10, and

the alleged encounter took place when

he was being taken to Rahadbadia

Hills to recover hidden weapons.

Hansda allegedly snatched a weapon

from the police and fired at the

policemen while attempting to flee the

spot. The police retaliated, resulting

in his death, according to Godda

police. The tribal organisations have

also decided to take out a march to the

Raj Bhavan here on August 23 to seek

justice for Hansda, said Bablu Munda,

president of Kendriya Sarna Samiti.

Meanwhile, Jharkhand BJP chief and

Leader of Opposition Babulal

Marandi visited the family of Surya

Hansda at his village in Godda's

Lalmatia on Wednesday.

"Hansda was not killed in an

encounter, but he was murdered. Police

norms have not been followed in the

case. After his arrest, he should have

been presented before a magistrate,

but it was not done," Marandi told

reporters in Godda. Marandi

demanded that the investigation of  the

case should be carried out by the CBI.

BJP's seven-member 'probe team',

which recently visited Surya Hansda's

village under the leadership of former

chief minister Arjun Munda, also held

a meeting at party headquarters in

Ranchi.

"It was a fake encounter under a

conspiracy. Hansda was killed for

raising voice against corruption and

loot. His name was not even registered

in the case, in which his encounter was

being shown," Munda said, according

to a party release. He said that the

report of the committee will soon be

submitted to the party's state chief.

FIR against driver of Rahul's vehicle
after Bihar Police constable hit
during 'Voter Adhikar Yatra'

NAWADA (BIHAR), AUG 21 /--/ An FIR has been

registered against the driver of Congress leader Rahul

Gandhi's vehicle, which had hit a police constable in

Bihar's Nawada district during the 'Voter Adhikar

Yatra' two days ago, police said on Thursday. The police

constable fell in front of Gandhi's vehicle on Tuesday

while the Congress MP was passing through Bhagat

Singh Chowk during the ongoing yatra. "Yes, a case has

been registered against the driver. Further details will

be made known in due course", Nawada SP Abhinav

Dhiman told PTI over the phone. The SP had earlier said

the constable tripped in front of  a vehicle in the convoy,

which "barely brushed against his feet", and sustained

injuries. The BJP shared a video clip claiming that the

policeman was crushed by the vehicle.

Video footage of  the incident went viral on social

media, and Gandhi could be seen asking his supporters

to bring the injured policeman to his open jeep. After

offering water to the constable, who was visibly in pain,

walking with a limp. (PTI)

Cow vigilantes torch vehicle

carrying cattle in Odisha's Bhadrak
BHADRAK, AUG 21 /--/ A vehicle carrying around

12 cows was intercepted by 'gau rakshaks' (cow

vigilantes) on National Highway 16 in Odisha's

Bhadrak district and set on fire after releasing the

cattle on Thursday, police said. According to police,

the vehicle, carrying cows from Panikoili area of

Jajpur district, was blocked by the cow vigilantes near

Nalanga petrol pump in Bhadrak. They released the

cows from the van, vandalised the vehicle and set it on

fire. The blaze on the busy highway triggered panic

among commuters. Getting information, fire service

personnel doused the flames, but the vehicle was

completely gutted, the police said. Dayanidhi Das,

inspector in charge of Bhadrak Rural police station,

confirmed that 12 cows were rescued and said an

investigation has been launched. The situation is

under control, he added Eyewitnesses said the driver

fled the spot soon after the incident.

India squeezed between Washington
& Beijing as the tariff war rages

REFLEX  ACTION
India today finds itself confronting a dilemma as old as

statecraft itself: when forced to choose between two

unpalatable options, which poison does one swallow? In

2025, that question has sharpened into a binary that

policymakers in New Delhi cannot evade. On one side

stands Washington, long cultivated as a strategic partner

but now wielding tariffs as a blunt weapon. On the other

side looms Beijing, India’s largest trading partner and most

intractable geopolitical adversary, suddenly presenting

itself as a pragmatic collaborator against American

economic coercion.

The imposition of a 50 percent tariff on Indian exports

by Washington in 2025 has jolted the foundations of  the

economic compact that underpinned the U.S.-India

relationship. The justification offered—that India’s

purchase of discounted Russian oil undermines sanctions

regimes—has not softened the blow. For New Delhi, the

tariff is not merely commercial punishment; it is a breach

of trust. For decades, the United States has courted India

as a counterweight to China’s rise, celebrating shared

democratic values and promising deep economic

integration. Yet the reality of  punitive tariffs, harsher than

those applied to many U.S. adversaries, suggests that

India’s “special” place in Washington’s worldview is

conditional at best. Worse still, the tariff  shock has been

accompanied by a 90-day truce with Beijing, granting

China breathing room while India is squeezed. The

symbolism is stark: an ally is punished, a rival indulged.

This inversion has fuelled the sense in New Delhi that

strategic partnership with the United States remains

transactional. The language of “shared values” collapses

when one partner is treated as expendable. For India, the

humiliation lies not only in the tariff but in the contrast—

it was singled out while Beijing was spared.

Into this breach steps China, fully aware of  India’s

vulnerabilities. In 2023-24, bilateral trade reached USD

136.2 billion, with a staggering $101 billion deficit in

Beijing’s favour. India imports the lifeblood of  its

economy—over two-thirds of pharmaceutical ingredients,

a majority of solar equipment, and more than a third of

electronics—from its northern neighbour. This

asymmetry is no accident; it reflects both India’s

dependence and China’s leverage. For India, the

immediate utility of  this thaw is undeniable. The tariff

shock has come at a time when global demand is sluggish

US is an unreliable partner

A settlement that rewards Russia for its invasion of

Ukraine would set a very dangerous precedent, not

only for the future of Ukraine but for Europe and

the rest of  the world. For, this will be like the world

agreeing to side with the aggressor and victimize

the victim further. At recent negotiations between

the two sides in Istanbul, the head of the Russian

delegation reportedly said “Russia is prepared to

fight forever.” That has not changed, no matter what

niceties have occurred between Donald Trump and

Vladimir Putin. They are prepared to continue to

fight. On the other hand, in a recent Gallup poll, 69

per cent of  Ukrainians favoured a negotiated

settlement to the war as soon as possible.

Putin’s war against Ukraine is an attempt at

illegally appropriating very valuable land. In

Alaska, he demanded Russia essentially be given the

entire regions of Donetsk and Luhansk, including

land not currently occupied by the Russian military.

This land has extensive Ukrainian military

fortifications. Giving up this territory would leave

Ukraine completely exposed to future Russian

invasions. The country would effectively have no

military protection along its eastern border regions.

This would put Russia in a very advantageous

position in future plans to regroup and attack again.

Ukraine should not give up any land still under

Ukrainian control.

In Alaska, Trump aligned himself with Putin in

supporting Russia’s maximalist demands. This

could mean Putin now perceives there is a realistic

chance Russia could secure Donbas, the regions of

Donetsk and Luhansk. This reflects the fact the

United States, under the Trump administration, is

proving to be an unreliable partner. Russia invaded

in 2014 without any serious consequences, and then

launched a full-scale invasion in 2022. Given this, any

future security guarantee for Ukraine will need to

be rigorous. Ukrainians are very cognisant of this.

Ukraine has already seen the result of a failed

security arrangement. In the Budapest

Memorandum of 1994, the United States, the United

Kingdom and Russia guaranteed to respect

Ukraine’s borders and territorial integrity in

exchange for Ukraine giving up the third-largest

nuclear arsenal in the world. Reportedly, there was

also discussion about an Article 5-type security

guarantee for Ukraine, referring to the part of the

NATO treaty that enshrines the principle of

collective defence for all members. However,

contrary to popular belief, NATO’s Article 5 does not

actually commit members of the alliance to full

military intervention if any one member is attacked.

It allows NATO states to decide what type of

support, if  any, to provide. This would not be

enough for Ukraine.

It has been a prudent move on the part of

Volodymyr Zelenskyy to take his European

partners along in his meeting with Trump to the

White House. If Russia occupies half of Ukraine in

the coming days, the security of  West Europe will be

under threat. The European countries must keep

the pressure on the Trump administration. This has

lessons for the negotiators in Delhi parlaying with

China to end the decades-old border dispute

between the two countries. Ever since its occupation

of the Tibet plateau in 1950, China has been trying

to nibble into Indian territories. Indian negotiators

must insist on status quo ante before the border is

settled.

EC’S credibility is at stake due to its
aggressive stance to Rahul Gandhi

A serious conflict is rapidly escalating

between the Congress-led Opposition, the

ruling BJP, and the Election Commission

of India over allegations of voter

manipulation and "vote theft." This issue

has intensified following the

announcement of the SIR initiative in

Bihar, aimed at revising electoral rolls

sparking further debate.

Rahul Gandhi, known for addressing

major election concerns, is openly

challenging the Election Commission and

the ruling BJP by levelling serious charges

of collusion. Congress leader Rahul Gandhi

has accused the Election Commission of

colluding with the BJP to commit fraud

during the 2024 elections, labelling them

"vote thieves." He claimed the Commission

refused to meet with 300 non-BJP MPs and

emphasised the need for a clean and

transparent voter list. He claimed that

Congress lost 70 seats by less than 50,000

votes and is investigating the legitimacy of

those results.

The Election Commission has

dismissed these allegations as 'misleading'.

Gandhi, who has previously addressed

major issues like the Ambani-Adani

controversy, is rallying Opposition support

against the EC. He highlighted claims of

election fraud, including multiple

registrations using the same Elector's Photo

Identity Card (EPIC) and voters registered

at the same address. The Election

Commission reports have indicated

significant removals from the voter rolls,

including 2.2 million deceased individuals

and exports already strained. A smoother flow of Chinese

inputs—batteries, chemicals, machinery—offers relief for

India’s manufacturing ambitions, especially in sectors

backed by government incentives such as electronics and

renewable energy.

But here lies the trap. Every step closer to Beijing

deepens structural dependency. This is not simply about

a trade deficit measured in billions; it is about strategic

vulnerability. India’s pharmaceutical industry, touted as

a global powerhouse, would falter without Chinese inputs.

Its renewable energy push, marketed as a route to energy

independence, relies on Chinese solar cells. Even its

consumer electronics boom is tethered to supply chains

controlled across the border. In any future crisis—whether

a border flare-up in Ladakh or a naval standoff  in the

Indian Ocean—Beijing would hold the ability to choke

India’s economy overnight by turning off  the tap. This is

dependency masquerading as pragmatism. And the

political trust deficit is as wide as ever: Beijing continues

to arm Pakistan, probe Indian cyberspace, and stall any

resolution of  the border dispute. To mistake tactical

gestures for a strategic transformation is to risk national

security.

Washington’s repeated assurances of  India’s

“centrality” in the Indo-Pacific ring hollow when its

policies push New Delhi into Beijing’s arms. For India, the

lesson is sobering: even the strongest partnerships can be

sacrificed at the altar of domestic politics and

transactional gains. Complicating this binary is a third

actor—Russia. The tariff dispute itself is rooted in India’s

oil purchases from Moscow. Energy security, discounted

crude, and decades of defense cooperation tie New Delhi

to Moscow in ways neither Washington nor Beijing can

easily replicate.

Sensing opportunity, Moscow has already begun

hinting at reviving the trilateral format involving Russia,

India, and China. Such a framework, dormant for years,

could suddenly acquire relevance as India looks for

breathing space between great power pressures. Yet such

moves would only deepen the triangle of entanglements:

Washington’s coercion, Beijing’s opportunism, and

Moscow’s manipulations—each complicating India’s

already narrow strategic corridor.

The most attractive option is to manoeuvre between

poles—leveraging BRICS, the SCO, and the G20 to blunt

U.S. pressure while keeping China close enough for

cooperation but distant enough to resist domination. This

requires delicate balancing and constant recalibration.

The challenge is whether such fine balancing can survive

the scale of  India’s economic dependency. Perhaps the

harshest truth is that India’s predicament is not solely

imposed from outside. It is also the product of domestic

failure. Decades of  underinvestment in manufacturing,

inconsistent industrial policy, and slow progress on self-

reliance have left critical sectors hostage to Chinese

inputs.

Unless initiatives such as the Production Linked

Incentive schemes, semiconductor missions, and

pharmaceutical diversification deliver results, New

Delhi’s claims of strategic autonomy will remain

rhetorical. Without industrial resilience, India will remain

exposed to external shocks—whether tariffs from

Washington or supply chain coercion from Beijing.  If

India is nudged into China’s orbit, it will not be because

of American bullying alone. It will also be because of its

own inability to build the economic foundations of

independence. At its core, India’s choice between

Washington and Beijing may be a false one. Both paths

carry peril: the devil of American coercion and the deep

sea of  Chinese dependency. The challenge is not to choose

one over the other but to avoid drowning in either.

That requires more than clever diplomacy. It demands

a stubborn insistence on multipolarity, backed by a

ruthless commitment to domestic industrial revival. Only

then can India withstand tariffs without surrendering to

Beijing’s embrace, and only then can it maintain

credibility as a power that charts its own path.

Until that happens, strategic autonomy risks being

exposed as little more than a slogan, tested at every turn

by the shifting currents of  global power. The devil and the

deep sea will remain ever-present, and India will find

itself  navigating between them with no safe harbour in

sight. (IPA)

(LOP) said the united Opposition and every

voter in the country demand a clean and

transparent voter list. 'And, we will secure

this right at all costs,' Gandhi claimed in a

post on X later. The Special Revision of  the

Electoral rolls in Bihar ahead of the year-

end elections is yet another controversial

issue. During the Monsoon session,

Opposition parties put their weight behind

Rahul Gandhi's agitation to confront the EC

on the voter manipulations. The fact that

opposition MPs were even detained by the

police further highlights the strength of

their collective action.

Rahul Gandhi gained attention during

a crucial month-long voter registration

update in Bihar, just before the critical

elections in November. He identified five

types of alleged election fraud that need

immediate attention. His evidence shows

that the Election Commission failed to

verify voters' identities and misused

Election IDs. Gandhi claimed that some

voters were registered multiple times using

the same Elector's Photo Identity Card

(EPIC) numbers in different states. He also

stated that many voters share the same

address. Gandhi believes that these issues,

which the Election Commission has

ignored, helped the BJP win more seats

nationwide through a planned strategy.

Politicians in Bihar and national

parties are concerned about the updated

voter rolls. According to the BBC, the

Election Commission removed 2.2 million

deceased individuals, over 700,000 people

registered more than once, and 3.6 million

who have moved out of  the state. On August

12, Gandhi tweeted, "There have been many

interesting experiences in life, but I never

got the chance to have tea with 'dead

people.' For this unique experience, thank

you, Election Commission!" He expressed

worries about vote tampering, claiming that

this manipulation is happening

systematically across the country. The

Election Commission called Gandhi's

claims "factually incorrect."

While Congress's evidence has not been

verified, the Election Commission's

aggressive response has drawn criticism.

Gandhi alleged that, in addition to

duplicate voters, there were also bulk

voters. He claimed that 80 voters were

He

also pointed out multiple errors in a single

vote, such as a house number listed as 0,

which is unusual. The EC responded,

claiming 'Multiple voter IDs due to

migration, other issues."

The aggressive remarks made by the

CEC against Rahul Gandhi has also led to

criticism from the former election

commissioners. There is an atmosphere of

confrontation between the CEC and the

opposition, it seems. The principle of 'one

man, one vote' is of utmost importance. If the

Opposition can effectively persuade the

public to acknowledge the problem, the BJP

too would face serious consequences,

underlining the potential impact of this

issue. The gravity of  the situation cannot be

ignored. The EC must clarify the issue to the

parties after a thorough examination. The EC

was respected by political parties earlier, but

now they are on the opposite side. Now that

Rahul Gandhi has highlighted a key election

issue and brought the Opposition together, he

faces the challenge of keeping them united.

The 'one man, one vote' campaign, a

fundamental principle of  democracy, is

essential. The I.N.D.I.A has launched its two-

week-long 'Vote Adhikar Yatra,' led by

senior leaders Rahul Gandhi and Tejashwi

Yadav. There will be many more such yatras

before the Bihar polls.

However, the Election Commission's

image has declined, and people are

beginning to doubt the institution. It is not

too late to correct its image, and it must

restore its credibility. (IPA)

Singh

said the SSC has introduced

several reform measures to

shorten the recruitment

cycle, including "complete
transition from pen and

paper-based examinations to

c o m p u t e r - b a s e d

examinations","reduction in

the number of tiers/stages of

examinations" and "duration

of exam notice shortened

from around 45 days to

around 21 days".

Singh cited "removal of

descriptive-type papers in

all examinations (except

combined Hindi translators

examination)", "document

verification of selected

candidates to be done by

ministries/departments",

"discontinuation of

interview" and "introduction

of e-dossiers and phasing-out

of physical dossiers, thereby

speeding-up pre-

appointment verification" as

some of the reform

measures.

In a separate response, he

said the SSC has developed

an online centralised e-

dossier system for secure,

tamper-proof, and

transparent handling of

candidate dossiers of

recruitment examinations.

The key features of the

system include controlled,

role-based access to e-dossier

system provided through

authorised logins to users in

SSC and ministries/

departments and tracking

The arrest of Cindy Rodriguez Singh, 40,

was the fourth "Top 10 Most Wanted"

capture in seven months, Federal Bureau

of  Investigation (FBI) Director Kash Patel

said in an X post on Wednesday. He

credited law enforcement partners in

Texas, the US Justice Department, and

authorities in India for their coordination

leading to Singh's arrest, who was wanted

on state charges of killing her son. She

fled the US in 2023 to evade prosecution.

The FBI had offered a reward of up to

USD 250,000 for information that could

lead to her arrest. Fox News reported that

Singh was arrested in India by the FBI, in

coordination with Indian authorities and

INTERPOL. She has been transported to

the US and will be turned over to Texas

authorities, it said.

In March 2023, authorities in Texas

conducted a welfare check for Singh's

special needs son Noel Rodriguez-Alvarez,

who had not been seen since October 2022.

Woman on FBI's 'Top 10 Most Wanted'
list arrested in India for killing son

Singh allegedly lied about his

whereabouts, indicating that the child

was in Mexico with his biological father

and had been there since November 2022.

Two days later, she boarded a flight to

India with her husband - the boy's Indian-

origin stepfather - and six other juvenile

children and never returned. The then-

missing child was not present with them

and never boarded the flight, according

to the report. Her son had numerous

health and developmental issues,

including a severe developmental

disorder, social disorder, bone density

issues, and chronic lung disease, Fox

News reported, quoting officials. Singh

was formally charged in October 2023 in

a Texas district court. Singh's arrest came

after an INTERPOL Red Notice was

published for her last year and submitted

to all member countries, including India.

At that time, an extradition packet for

Singh was also submitted, the report said.

141 human skeletons,

including some that appear

to be of children of different

ages. The findings were

made at a cremation ground

in the Chemmani area near

Jaffna town, the cultural

heartland of the country's

ethnic Tamil minority. But

hardly any burials take

place here, as Hindus mostly

cremate their dead

according to religious

customs. Excavations have

been underway since June,

after workers found human

remains while digging to

build an electric

crematorium. A pit test

over nine days discovered

19 sets of human remains.

Shallow burials of about 1.5

metres in a scattered and

disorganised manner, and

the absence of clothing,

indicated the site was a

mass grave, according to a

report provided to a court

in June.

Since the area was

secured and declared a

crime scene that month, a

total of  141 skeletons have

been discovered within a

165-square-metre area.

About 135 of the bodies had

no clothing, and only one set

of adult clothing was

identified. Tests confirmed

that a skeleton found with a

schoolbag was that of a girl

between 4 and 6 years old.

Toddlers' dresses, socks and

footwear, tiny bead bangles

and a baby powder tray

were also recovered. The

identities of the dead and

the cause and timing of

their deaths are all unclear.

But many think the victims

could be civilians who

disappeared during Sri

Lanka's civil war, which

broke out in 1983 between

government forces and

ethnic Tamil rebels, who

fought to create an

independent homeland for

the minority group. The war

ended in 2009. Several

Tamil armed groups and an

Indian peacekeeping

mission were active in the

region over the decades. But

attention has focused on the

Sri Lankan military, which

had a heavy presence for

over a decade in Chemmani,

as the gateway to Jaffna

town.

A confession made by

an army soldier before he

was sentenced to death for

rape and murder 27 years

ago has strengthened

suspicions about the site. In

1998, Somaratne Rajapakse,

along with four alleged

accomplices from the

military and police, were

sentenced to death for the

gang rape and murder of a

schoolgirl and the killing of

her mother, brother and a

neighbour. The five, who

weren't hanged and remain

in prison due to a

moratorium on executions,

have maintained that they

were not involved in the

rape and murder, but only

disposed of the bodies

under orders. Rajapakse told

the court that he knew

where up to 400 bodies were

buried in Chammani. We

cannot say exactly who the

perpetrators are yet, but the

finger points to the (state)

army, said Brito Fernando,

an activist working with the

families of people who

disappeared during various

armed conflicts in Sri

Lanka. The area, including

the cremation ground, was

under Sri Lankan military

control from 1996, when it

captured Jaffna from the

rebels, until after the war

ended in 2009. The military

operated checkpoints, and

anyone who entered or left

the area was searched. In

1999, Rajapakse led police to

a spot where the schoolgirl,

her family and the

neighbour were buried and

later showed police other

places where more remains

were found. But the

investigations were abruptly

stopped.

Items found at the site

were publicly displayed

earlier this month in the

hope that their owners

would be identified, and

many people from

surrounding villages and

beyond visited the site.

Amalanathan Mary Calista,

whose husband has been

missing since 1996 when the

military arrested him in

their village, said she hoped

seeing proof that her

husband was dead would

bring a sense of closure. I

went there hoping to see at

least his clothes. There was

a sarong (clothing that

wraps around the waist), but

it wasn't my husband's. He

was wearing a blue sarong at

the time. It was

disappointing, she said. I

only saw the clothing of

little children, she added, as

she wept. She said her

husband is among 24 people

who never returned home

after the military searched

their village. Families had

tried to block the army

vehicles from taking away

the detained people, but the

authorities pushed them

aside with guns, and the

vehicles sped away, she said.

My wish is that he should be

alive and return, but we can

do nothing if it is not so," she

said. The state army

arrested him. They must say

that they arrested him and

that he died at their hands.

They also must pay us

compensation, she said.

A 2003 report by Sri

Lanka's Human Rights

Commission said it

investigated 281 complaints

of missing persons from

1990 to 1998.

Ground-penetrating

radar in other parts of the

cremation ground has

shown  soil anomalies that

are indicative of

comparable density of

buried skeletal remains,

according to a report

submitted in the Jaffna

KYIV, AUG 21 /--/ Russia launched one

of its biggest aerial attacks this year at

Ukraine, firing 574 drones and 40 missiles

overnight, the Ukrainian Air Force said

Thursday.

Ukraine's Foreign Minister Andrii Sybiha

said Russia struck a  major American

electronics manufacturer  in western

Ukraine. He provided no further details.

Western parts of  Ukraine are far from the

battlefield's front line in the east and

south of  the country. Much of  the military

aid provided by Ukraine's Western allies is

believed to be transported and stored

there. It was Russia's third largest aerial

attack this year in terms of the number of

drones fired and the eighth-largest in

terms of missiles, according to official

figures. The strikes occurred during a

renewed US-led effort to reach a peace

settlement in the three-year war following

Russia's invasion of

its neighbour.

President Volodymyr

Z e l e n s k y y

condemned the

attack, saying it was

carried out  as if

nothing were

changing at all.

Moscow has shown no

signs of pursuing

m e a n i n g f u l

Russia wasted several cruise missiles

against an American business, he said,

noting it was a regular civilian enterprise

producing domestic utilities, such as coffee

machines.

Global warming to impact world's emotional well-being projects analysis of social media posts

A continued global warming

could bring down the world's

emotional well-being by 2.3

per cent by 2100, according

to a study that shows how

climate change threatens

one's daily experience and

not just health and economic

stability.

Researchers from the

Chinese Academy of

Sciences and Massachusetts

Institute of  Technology,

among others in the US,

analysed 1.2 billion social

media posts of 2019 from 157

countries.

Findings published in

the journal One Earth show

that daily maximum

temperatures above 35

degrees Celsius can worsen

people's emotional well-

being, with poorer countries

impacted disproportionately

– almost thrice – compared to

richer ones.Policymakers

cannot truly assess the social

costs of climate change or

design equitable

interventions to protect

citizens' physical and

psychological health without

an understanding of how

temperature affects

emotional well-being

globally, the authors said.

Subtle, yet widespread

psychological effects of

extreme temperatures need to

be accounted for while

developing climate

adaptation policies, they

added.The findings can help

develop climate strategies

that integrate emotional

well-being, temperature-

based warning systems and

target support where impacts

are most severe, the team

said."Our analysis of 1.2

billion social media posts

from 157 countries reveals

that moderate warming

improves sentiment in

cooler regions, but

temperatures above 35

degrees Celsius harm well-

being globally, with

disproportionate impacts on

poorer countries and a

projected 2.3 per cent

sentiment decline by 2100,"

the authors wrote.

They also found that the

effects were "three times

greater in low- and middle-

income countries (25 per cent

decline in sentiment) than in

high-income countries (8.1
